Light Street Gallery is pleased to present a solo exhibit of the unique artwork created by Selma Hurwitz in her own medium of Hadbakah, a medium that she herself devised in 1964.  Hadbakah is glued-thread painting.  Instead of using a brush, the artist glues various threads, especially metalized threads, one by one to a specially prepared surface.   Hadbakah requires meticulous maneuvering of the threads in order to achieve the desired shading and design in the artwork.   Changes in thread direction cause shifting reflections that create a luminous visual texture in the image that often appears to have a remarkable three dimensional effect.  
 
“My threads are my palette and it is exciting to me to see the image take form and become lifelike as I glue the threads and create textures and fabrics and minute details” 
Selma Hurwitz.  
Selma Hurwitz, who lives and creates in Potomac, Maryland, is an internationally known artist whose works portray personal and social themes of universal impact, as well as the basic themes of love, beauty, valor and tyranny.  This self taught artist has received world wide acclaim for her artwork and her Hadbakah pieces reside in many private collections and public buildings throughout the world.  Selma Hurwitz’s artwork has appeared on national television programs such as The Today Show and CNN News, as well as on local TV programs.  In addition, her artwork has been featured in numerous articles in newspapers and magazines.
The “Life Around Us, Then and Now” exhibit will feature thirty nine (39) pieces of Selma Hurwitz’s Artwork, consisting of twenty eight (28) original Hadbakahs, four signed posters, one signed photograph of “Creation”, and five limited edition Silk Screen prints.  This exhibit is on our website at www.lightstreetgallery.com, in the “Upcoming Exhibit” until June 4th, and will then be in the “Current Exhibit”.
